INTRODUCTION

The Croatian Library Association's Committee on Free Access to Information and Freedom of Expression (FAIFE) and the Department of Information and Communication Sciences at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Zagreb organized their first Round Table on Free Access to Information in 2001 as a way of annually marking Human Rights Day, 10 December. Each Round Table has been dedicated to a specific issue related to enabling free access to information and freedom of expression in our libraries and aimed at identifying obstacles in this context in order to find possible ways of overcoming them.  The specific topics covered by previous Round Tables were: the provision of information in the field of culture, official publications and FOI legislation, information for socially excluded users, information for the academic community, lifelong learning, professional ethics, copyright, young adults' right to personal development, economic recession and libraries, and social networks and libraries
       The topic of the 13th Round Table on Free Access to Information, Publishers and Libraries has been selected because, although libraries and publishers used to be equal partners in the communication chain of transmission of information and knowledge, the situation has changed today.

Modern publishing has been divided into scientific publishing and trade publishing and both operate under different business models. Scientific publishing has been focused to the Internet and databases, scientific publications and databases mostly available through licenses, although there is also a strong movement committed to open access. Trade publishing supplies its products directly to readers, via tablets and similar applications. The use of technical protection measures is almost a regular occurrence.

     While in the scholarly communication libraries still appear as intermediaries, who, nevertheless, have less opportunity to select and acquire materials, and increasingly conclude licenses to access databases, participate in interlibrary lending, as well as in the creation and organization of repositories and digital archives, it seems that the commercial publishers evade libraries. Famous publishing houses like Harper Collins, Penguin, Simon & Schuster, or Macmillan severely limit the availability of their digital titles in libraries.

While publishers hesitate to make their titles available in libraries, the use of e-books in libraries has been faced with various technical, organizational and legal barriers, including the existence of different non-interoperation platforms for use, poor technical infrastructure, and the absence of legal basis for e-lending.

      For the first time in its long history libraries have been confronted with the fact that they 

cannot provide access to all titles offered on the market, what severely compromises their task  to  offer access to information.

      The aim of the Round table is to point out the present changes in the book chain and show how these changes affect the library management.

Through the three thematic blocks: Scientific and commercial publishing - changes in business models; E-books in public libraries; and Open access to books and periodicals an attempt at providing answers to the questions on the educational role of libraries in the knowledge society will be made.

A book of proceedings with all talks and presentations held at the Round Table will be published, in order to further continue the debate on the issues raised as well as to provide information and insights related to the field for all those who will not be able to attend the Round Table’s programme.
